The fact, that practically no dynamics, agogics or other kind of characterisation are
given should not intimidate the interpreters from using their full fantasy. On the
contrary, exaggeration is even expected. Play con euforia, molto ao/oroso,
Sinistrissimo, scherzando, con violenza, languidissimo... to create an exciting mixture
of “violentango”, “‘donquijotango”, “fantango”, “esitandango”, “‘appassionango”,
“fanfarango”, ‘‘czardango”, “patetango”...
